       30% - Scholastic achievement (GPA, high school transcript, and SAT score)

       25% - Letters of reference, two letters minimum, written by faculty, school administrators,

      guidance counselors, coaches, pastors, youth ministers, work supervisors, band

      directors, scout leaders, and other people the applicant might choose.

       10% - Leadership potential as demonstrated by extra-curricular activities
