The scholarship will consist of a one-time award of $2000, a one-year free membership to the Hampton Roads Chapter of the AHS, and an engraved plaque from the AHS.  The scholarship will be awarded to at least one student from the Hampton Roads area.  Qualified students are requested to submit their application as described in the attached application form by April 1, 2012.  The winner will be announced on the chapter’s web site (http://www.ahs-hrc.org) on May 1, 2012.  Please note that applicants do not have to be dependents of an AHS member to apply.

The AHS was established in 1943 for the purposes of advancing the theory and practice of the science of rotary wing aircraft, and all allied arts and sciences.  Headquartered in Alexandria, Virginia, the AHS has twenty chapters located throughout the United States and eight chapters in foreign countries.  The Hampton Roads Chapter is one of the most active of these chapters, sponsoring a wide range of social and technical events, including annual National Technical Specialists’ Meetings in Propulsion, Structures and Materials, and Helicopter Military Operations and Technology (HELMOT) that are held in Williamsburg, Virginia.  The chapter also supports science awards through regional high school science fairs, scholarships through the Vertical Flight Foundation, and applicants for the AHS Robert L. Lichten Award.
